Project Procurement 

• 176 members – 81 borrowing countries – 187 ongoing projects (6 billion 
USD) 

• Average yearly disbursement 800 million USD (80% aprox procurement) 
• Carried out by Borrowers / Recipients of IFAD loans and grants with IFAD 

Direct Supervision of Projects including compliance of procurement with 
national procurement systems when consistent with IFAD’s Project 
Procurement Guidelines. 

• Procurement Risk Assessment – National Systems 
• IFAD oversight role – Granting of no- objections 
 

PROCUREMENT AT IFAD (IFAD)  



• IFAD procures approximately 45 million USD annually. 

• In 2016, IFAD purchased goods and services from vendors from 
78 different countries 

• IFAD’s corporate procurement includes: 

1. Commercial Contracts with commercial entities 

2. Institutional Contracts with non-commercial entities (NGOs, UN 
agencies, non-profit organizations, etc.)
