 
Call for Expressions of Interest

[bookmark: _GoBack]Procurement of Digital Mobile Voters’ Registration Kits for upcoming elections in Zambia (UNDP/PSO Ref. 255577)


UNDP Zambia is assisting the Elections Commission of Zambia (ECZ), to plan and conduct a national wide registration of eligible voters, in the framework of Continuous Voter Registration (CVR) as required by legislation. The purpose of the Voter Registration exercise is to establish a National Voter Record System with biometric identification data.

UNDP/PSO has been requested by UNDP Zambia to undertake on its behalf the above mentioned procurement.

In addition to the above purpose to supply UNDP Zambia with the requested kits, UNDP PSO aims to use the result of the Bidding Exercise to establish a list of Pre-Qualified Suppliers that will be routinely invited to future similar projects for digital or biometric Voter Registration equipment, under UNDP’s Electoral Support mandate.

This announcement relates to the following items:

1. 1,000 Digital Registration Kits, each of them should integrate within the corresponding waterproof kit case:
· Laptop Computer with OS, customized software (database and document management, registration data capture, biometrics software) 
· Digital webcam able to take ID photographs, including required software.
· Dry Cell Rechargeable Batteries and Chargers as necessary
· Portable compatible printers that can print directly from the computer
· Consumables (cartridges)
· Maintenance items
· Corresponding cables, drivers, connectors

2. Solar Powered Rechargeable Energy Pack, including within the corresponding waterproof kit case:
· Solar panels
· Battery/ies supporting 8 hours operation of the Registration Kit (above), without external power supply input.
· Battery Chargers and Testers
· Connectors, inverter, cables as necessary so the power kit can charge from mains electric supply, from car batteries and from solar panels.
· Maintenance items


3. Training Services in-country

4. Onsite technical support and after sales services, during the warranty period (2 years) by local office in Lusaka.

As the ECZ and the Department of National Registration Passport and Citizenship (DNRPC) are working to have common requirements, a further 500 kits may be sourced for DNRPC.

UNDP/PSO invites potential suppliers to express their interest for the above procurement exercise. The Expression of Interest should specify UNDP/PSO Reference Number 255577 and must be received no later than 12,00 h (noon) Copenhagen time, on Wednesday 14 October 2009. The deadline for short listed suppliers to submit their bids will be indicated in the bidding document issued to them. 

The Expression of Interest must include the following documentation: 

1. A profile of the company, including size, location, areas of expertise, years in business, and product range, proving relevant to the procurement scope.

2. Adequate supply experience for the required registration kits in the form of minimum 3 relevant purchase orders placed within the past five years, clearly indicating the type of items and technical specifications, quantities and customers’ contact details if references are to be sought. At least one of the references should also involve Portable Solar Power kits, or alternatively separate relevant purchase orders for Solar Panels should be provided proving suitable experience in this item.

3. Quality assurance certificates held by your company, quality assurance systems and environmental policy, as follows:
· International Quality Assurance Certification, i.e. ISO or equivalent (minimum)
· Environmental Policy i.e ISO or equivalent

4. Audited financial statements for the last three years (Consolidated Balance Sheet, Profit & Loss, and Cash Flow statements), demonstrating financial soundness of the company.

5. Proof of financial capacity/credit availability for this project, in the form of either: 

· External Credit Rating (such as D&B etc…), proving sufficient credit availability for high profile projects or
· A Letter from a Recognized Commercial Bank specifically stating credit availability of the company for a minimum amount of USD 2 Million

6. Litigation and arbitration history detailing any cases for the last 5 years.

7. Complete contact details of the person/s to whom the bidding documents and further correspondence must be sent, including name, position, email address/es and phone numbers.

UNDP will short-list suppliers based on an assessment of the submitted information.

The subsequent bidding document and awarded purchase order(s) will be issued in accordance with the Rules and Regulations of UNDP.
